Politicians prioritise our needs and tell us 
that the most important things to be 
addressed are things like the economy, 
the NHS, crime, immigration, etc.  The 
Bible teaches us that our greatest need is 
to be in a right relationship with God. 
 

Maybe you think you are already right 
with God.  The Bible says that all of us by 
nature are sinners and that our 
relationship with God has been 
destroyed because of sin.  Rom 3 v 23,
